We regrettably need to inform our patients that despite you meeting all the previous appropriate clinical, contractual, and regulatory criteria for the local GP Tirzepatide Implementation and Management Weight Management Service, the practice has been notified that this service is no longer available to patients of LLR.
This outcome is not a reflection of your clinical need but is instead due to commissioning arrangements within the NHS in Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland (LLR). 
This decision has been challenged with the commissioners; however, has been made clear that from 1st April 2026 the local GP Tirzepatide Implementation and Management Weight Management Service is no longer a commissioned service, so is no longer available to patients in LLR on the NHS. Unfortunately, the practice is not in a position to overturn this decision or take further action on your behalf. 
If you feel that this decision is unfair or are concerned about the lack of access to appropriate specialist care, we strongly encourage you to raise this with those responsible for healthcare commissioning and provision in the region.
